




HONORARY SPEAKERS 

Eminent scientists and top-level resource persons will be invited as honorary speakers. They will open debates with 
general presentations on the situation of the mining sector in Africa and the integration of environmental concerns, as 
well as certain sessions or sub themes.  

SIMULTANEOUS MEETINGS  
The conference will include the following concurrent meetings :  
• Socio-economic effects of different types of mining operations; 
• Impacts on the biodiversity of receiving environments (air, water, soil); 
• Post-project follow-up and monitoring; 
• The adaptation of EIA procedures of financial  institutions (bilateral and multilateral) to the African context 

(aspects related to consulting approaches of the various stakeholders and relationships with local governments); 
• Environmental impacts of the extraction of fossil energy sources (oil, coal, etc.). Energy needs of the mining 

sector; 
• Environmental impacts of related activities to the mining industry (transportation of mineral products, energy 

production and urban sanitation).  

MEETINGS IN PLENARY 
The conference will address the following theme in a plenary format :   
• Conference opening on the "Specifics of using tools and methodologies for environmental assessments while 

considering the environmental impacts of different types of mining in the African context";  
• National policies for the development of the mining sector in Africa: economic, environmental and social stake;  
• Summary: Open forum targeting key ideas to recommend and propose actions to follow up. 

SPECIAL WORKSHOPS 
During these workshops, guest speakers will present introductory communications followed by additional 
communications on case studies. There will follow a debate in which panellists will interact among themselves and 
with the participants.  
 
These three special workshops will focus on:  
• Corporate social responsibility: concepts, current state of the mining sector, teachings and framework of thought 

for the development of tools and upgrading skills ;  
• Workshop of the World Bank on the Strategic Environmental Assessment of the mining sector in West Africa 

(West Africa Mineral Sector Strategic Assessment (WAMSSA));  
• Management and monitoring of natural resources in the watersheds. 

This international conference will put emphasis on promoting discussion and encouraging participation from 
everyone rather than on transmitting information. By encouraging constructive discussion and debate, the conference 
should help participants to increase their knowledge of social and environmental governance tools, particularly 
environmental impact assessment methods, issues associated with the mining sector and means for achieving 
sustainable development.  

PROPOSED APPROACH 



Papers submitted must be related to the conference’s main theme through the sub themes described in this 
announcement. However, papers on other subjects of interest to participants but not linked to the central theme may 
also be considered.  
 
Proposals for special sessions or workshops will also be viewed favourably by the Scientific Committee to the extent 
that they are relevant to the theme of the conference. 
 
Only the Scientific Committee is mandated to select papers. Submissions should be sent exclusively by email in 
Word or RTF format to sifee@sifee.org, as follows: 
 

• Before April 30, 2008: abstracts of oral presentations - title, author (s), institutional affiliations, key words and text in Arial 12 
font - with a maximum length of 350 words. Any exceeding text will be disregarded; 

• By July 15, 2008: complete papers or articles in final form (incorporating any changes requested by the Scientific 
Committee).  

 
Posters must be submitted to the organizers by April 30, 2008—including title, author (s), address, abstract 
(maximum 200 words) and key words—and given to organizers upon arrival at the conference site.  

PAPER SUBMISSION  

Registration is being handled by SIFÉE; registration fees are payable in US dollars, unless prior approval has been 
obtained from the organizing committee.  
 
The Conference will be held at Novotel Ghi in Conakry. 
 
The registration fee for the five-day event are set at an amount of $ 250 USD per person for members of SIFÉE and 
CÉRE who register before May 1, 2008 and $ 300 USD after that date. There are $ 300 USD for non-members of 
SIFÉE and CÉRE who register before the date of May 1, 2008 and $ 350 USD after that date. Registration fees 
cover documentation, participation in the conference, coffee breaks and lunches.
